Part of Butterfly Conservation’s South East Woodlan ds Project

Survey season 2009 is well underway, with our three spring target species (Duke of Burgundy, Dingy Skipper &
Grizzled Skipper) spotted at old haunts, and pastures (and woodlands) new.

Thanks to all of you who help survey, many of you regularly checking sites
through the year. Hopefully as you'll have seen at the February display session,
all this information gives landowners a welcome insight into what butterflies are
using their land, helps us influence management, and provides invaluable
distribution information on each species.

We have had some wonderful events this year ... lots
of new faces came to our butterfly ID workshop, Drab
Looper, Anania funebris and twenty-four Duke of
Burgundy, were seen on our butterfly walk at Denge, and the recent BBQ for
butterflies (promoting use of local charcoal) was also a fabulous opportunity to get new
folk involved and to spread the woodland word!

Managers of all sites known for Duke of Burgundy in Kent in the last 15 years
came along to a Duke of Burgundy Management Workshop in April. With all
owners committed to helping the cause of this disadvantaged Kentish
species, its prospects seem much improved.

Duke of Burgundy has had a relatively good year with 31 individuals counted
on one day at Denge in May (compared with 12 in 2008). A maximum of 11
were recorded at the private chalk grassland site found last year.

Four additional sites were found to support Duke of

Burgundy this year; including two individuals on Wye

NNR, and three small colonies at private sites in the Wye & Crundale area. This illustrates
a combination of a better season, how easy this species is overlooked, the importance of
habitat on private land, and gaining access for and carrying out survey!

Next year we would like each site to be monitored and we will hold a workshop for
interested parties to start what will hopefully be an ongoing Duke of Burgundy monitoring programme.

A number of changes were made to Forestry Commission’s English Woodland Grant Scheme earlier in the
year. This included an increase in their “standard cost” rates, for which you can receive 80% if you are in the
Denge Woods Project area up until 2012. Also, all woodlands under 100ha are now eligible for Annual
Management Grant at up to £30/hectare. Contact Fran for details.
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We will be holding a Deer Management Workshop with the South East Deer Initiative on the E /\
morning of Tuesday 8" September for land owners and managers from in/around the Denge -
