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As the season for survey and events winds down I'd like to take this opportunity to thank
everyone who has helped the project so far... we recorded over forty-five days worth of
volunteer hours between May and July alone, and generated over 2000 records; a fantastic
level of support for 2008, helping us achieve the following 2008 survey highlights

Olive Crescent

Discovery of previously unknown population of Duke of Burgundy in Kent - in
preceding years, only one population was known to remain in the county;

White Admiral recorded in woodlands across the area (>15 woodlands) — from 1994
to 2008, there were just 3 records of White Admiral in the project area;

Silver-washed Fritillary found in the main Denge Woods complex - from 1994 to
2008, there was just a single record from a garden in the project area;

Drab Looper recorded weekly from May to June in the main Denge Woods complex
- this species had not been recorded here for some years;

Olive Crescent caught at a new woodland - the fourteenth county record; and

New and recolonised sites for Black-veined Moth discovered within project area - a
chalk grassland species, restricted nationally to a small area in Kent

Duke of Burgundy eggs and adult at previously unknown site

gﬁz Disappointingly, despite searches of previously known habitat in the project area, no
= sign of Pearl-bordered Fritillary was found.

Records... if you have any 2008 records yet to be submitted, please pass them on to
me as soon as possible so they can be included in the 2008 reports to landowners.

Woodland Grants... Forestry Commission’s application window for English Woodland
Grant Scheme (EWGS) re-opened recently and a Woodland Improvement Grant paying
80% of standard costs of beneficial woodland management works remains in place for
the project area, so, if you are thinking of undertaking any woodland management in
the project area between 2009 and 2011, please contact me as soon as possible as
grants are awarded on a first come, first served basis.
