Background  

Woodland butterflies and moths are among the most threatened groups of insects in the UK, 
and for many species their declines have been fastest in the South East.  

Butterfly Conservation developed the South East Woodlands Project to tackle this problem 
by promoting active, woodland management to improve woodland butterfly habitats in three 
large landscapes in the South-east – Denge Woods (Kent), Rother Woods (East Sussex) 
and Tytherley Woods (Hampshire/Wiltshire).  

The project is supported by a range of funders including The Heritage Lottery Fund, Tubney 
Charitable Trust and the Forestry Commission. In addition the Forestry Commission put a 
higher level Woodland Improvement Grant (80% of costs rather than the standard 50%) in 
place to help promote woodland management in the project area. The Kent Downs Area of 
Outstanding Natural Beauty hosted the project officer for the three years of the staffed 
element of the project. 

Project Aims 

The project aims to reinvigorate woodland management and halt the decline of some of our 
rarest species in these three landscape areas by; 

·  Promoting woodland management through training, information, support and advice 
for landowners, conservation volunteers and local communities; 

·  Engaging communities to celebrate and conserve their woodland heritage and the 
threatened butterflies and moths it supports; and 

·  Building, training and supporting a network of skilled volunteers to monitor wildlife, 
providing information to landowners and focussing local conservation action.

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Getting People Involved 

In order to achieve the project’s objectives, four levels of engagement were utilised; 

·  Introductory events 

·  Volunteer training 

·  Land manager workshops 

·  Site advice visits 

In total, for the Denge Woods Project 

·  53 introductory events were held, with 1960 people attending; 

·  20 volunteer events were held, with 240 people attending; 

o Volunteers have contributed over 370 days worth of assistance; 

o 15,224 records of 45,955 butterflies and moths have been submitted; 

·  5 land manager workshops were held, with 72 people attending; and 

·  146 site visits to 55 sites were undertaken by the project officer  

Below is a short summary of activities at each level. 

 

Introductory Events  

The aim of introductory events was to raise public awareness of the plight of woodland 
butterflies and moths, encourage understanding of the importance of active woodland 
management for wildlife, increase butterfly and moth recording in the area and recruit new 
volunteers to active conservation. 

Introductory events included butterfly walks, talks, National Moth Night events, moth 
trapping, school visits, BBQs with a ‘local charcoal/local produce’ theme and ‘Woodland 
Celebration Events’ to attract larger numbers of the public.

Volunteer Training 

An extensive programme of training was undertaken to provide local people with 
opportunities to help the project by getting involved in active conservation work. Training has 
included workshops in basic butterfly and moth identification, key species monitoring and 
practical conservation. It has also included providing key volunteers with specific skills. 

A list of Denge Wood Project volunteers will be given to the local Kent branch of Butterfly 
Conservation at the end of the project, and the branch will keep them in touch with local BC 
events and news.  

A final project update will be sent to all volunteers with contact information for the branch 
and relevant BC staff, as well as where to send their records.  

The ‘Duke Guardians’ will continue to undertake co-ordinated survey in 2011 via pre and 
post season meeting and a group email system. 

In total, 10 training events have been held, with 1 58 people attending. 10 practical 
conservation tasks have also been held, with 82 peo ple participating. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Land Manager Workshops 



In order to promote and encourage improvements to woodland habitats, and management at 
key sites, a number of focussed workshops were held for land managers. This has included 
workshops on creating and managing woodland open space, managing habitats for Duke of 
Burgundy and Black-veined Moth, and an introduction to Woodfuel.

Site Advice Visits  

·  146 site visits were made to woodlands in the project area 

·  55 woodlands were visited, and 53 different landowners or managers met 

·  Other visits were made to other sites (e.g. gardens, chalk grasslands) within the 
project area and woodlands outside the project area 

·  Many more visits were made by the project officer or volunteers for survey 

·  Sixteen eWGS applications were drafted and submitted by the project officer  

 

Key landowners have received survey information at the end of each year, and feedback 
following meeting as appropriate. Twenty-six landowners have received a summary of 
survey information, and recommendations for future management in August 2010. 



Biological Recording  

In total, 6,313 records of 27,734 butterflies and 8,908 records 
of 18,216 moths have been submitted to the Denge Woods 
Project Area between 2008 and 2010 (Figure 2). 

This has included individuals recording at key sites, across 
the wider countryside, in their gardens, and at group moth 
trapping sessions.  

Volunteers have contributed over 370 days worth of 
assistance to the project much of this was through butterfly and moth survey.

Biological Outcomes - Butterflies 

Thirty-six species of butterfly have been recorded in the Denge Woods Project Area between 
2008 and 2010 (see Figure 3).

This includes five priority species for conservation under the UK Biodiversity Action Plan – 
Dingy Skipper, Duke of Burgundy, Grizzled Skipper, White Admiral and White-letter 
Hairstreak.  A summary is provided for each species plus information on other species of 
local interest. Whilst the prospects for Duke of Burgundy appear to have improved, the 
Grizzled Skipper appears to be in decline, particularly woodland colonies.

Duke of Burgundy 

In summary, this species was considered on the brink of extinction in Kent in 2007 and was 
only recorded in small numbers at two locations in Denge Woods. Between 2008 and 2010 
there have been the following positive outcomes for Duke of Burgundy in the Denge Project 
area: 

·  Suspected small breeding colonies recorded at three previously known breeding 
sites where Dukes had not been recorded for a number of years, including Wye 
NNR; 

·  Four breeding colonies recorded on sites with no previous records of this species; 
·  Small increase in colony size at Denge Woods; and 
·  Expansion of habitat usage at core breeding sites in Denge Woods with recent 

coppice and the wide ride being utilised in 2009 and 2010. 

In 2010, there was thought to be nine breeding colonies of Duke of Burgundy in Kent. Every 
effort has been made to ensure all known and any potential habitat for Duke of Burgundy in 
the area is in positive management.  

These increases are considered to be the result of a combination of factors, including 
increased volunteer surveying, access to private land and good weather allowing the species 
to take advantage of improved habitat conditions as a direct result of the Denge Woods 
Project.

Whilst the Denge Woods Project focussed on woodland butterflies and moths, chalk 
grassland is a major habitat in the intervening landscape. Access to private land has meant 
new colonies recorded for Adonis Blue, Chalkhill Blue and Wall. Silver-spotted Skipper was 
re-introduced to Wye NNR in 1997 and is still recorded in small numbers.

Pearl-bordered Fritillary - A priority species for conservation under the UK Biodiversity Action 
Plan, and a species in serious decline across the country, the Pearl-bordered Fritillary was 
once widespread in Kent. It was last recorded on a pylon line in the project area in 2002.  

Unfortunately despite efforts to search last known sites for this species during 2008 and 
2009 in flight season, no sign of Pearl-bordered Fritillary was found.  



Biological Outcomes - Moths 

767 species of moth were recorded in the Denge Woods Project area between 2008 and 
2010. A full list is given in Appendix 1, a summary of the rarer species is provided in Table 1 
and includes 6 priority species under the UK Biodiversity Action Plan* and 10 species on or 
proposed for Red Data Book status.

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Five of the original six project target species were recorded in the project area; Drab Looper, 
Olive Crescent, Square-spotted Clay, Waved Carpet and White-line Snout. Below is a 
summary for these species, and some other species of note. 

 
Drab Looper – extended flight period noted in 2008. Good numbers 
recorded at Denge. Two new colonies at other woods recorded by 
specific volunteer monitoring. 
 
 
Olive Crescent - prior to 2008 just 13 previous records from Kent.  
Five new woodland sites discovered in 2008 and 2009 largely due to 
larval searches on dead/dying leaves in actively managed woodlands 
in the area. Twenty-two larvae were found, surveys were carried out in 
September and information on habitat where the larvae were found 
has been collated and passed on to Butterfly Conservation’s moth 
team. 

 
Square-spotted Clay – eluded surveyors for almost three years, until  a 
volunteer caught one in their garden, close to woodland, in the project 
area in August 2010. 
 
 
 

 
Waved Carpet – recorded from 12 woodlands in the project area. 
 
 
 
 
Anania funebris - only regularly recorded from one location in Kent, 
Denge Woods, good numbers recorded at Denge 2008 – 2010, 
unfortunately not recorded elsewhere. 
 
 
White-line Snout – recorded from 3 woodlands in the project area. 
 
 
 
 

Sub-angled Wave – a species confined to Kent as a breeding species, a single individual 
was caught in 2009, from a woodland where it had not been previously recorded.  
 
Triangle – recorded from three woods in the project area. 
 
Scarce Merveille du Jour - not recorded anywhere, but was caught in number in Orlestone 
Forest to the south by a project volunteer. 



Woodland Management  

To improve woodland habitats by increasing rides, glades and coppice to benefit woodland 
butterflies and moths, the project officer undertook site visits to 55 woodlands within the 
project area.  

During these visits, creation and maintenance of permanent and/or temporary space were 
promoted, general works promoted were; 

·  Coppice  

·  Ride creation/maintenance 

·  Glade creation/maintenance 

·  Beneficial management of  intervening landscape  

·  Connecting up management works across landscape and ownerships 

If an owner was keen to get involved, then up to five potential ways of getting the work done 
were available.  

·  Economic Forestry 

·  English Woodland Grant Scheme (eWGS) 

·  Higher Level Stewardship (HLS) 

·  Landfill Communities Fund 

·  Work Parties 

 
33 woodland owners are knowingly undertaking beneficial woodland management on 52 
woodlands in the project area. 
 
Forestry Commission put in place a higher level Woodland Improvement Grant in the project 
area to help promote active, wildlife beneficial woodland management. 
 
Over £215,000 has been allocated under eWGS up to 2014 in the project area much of 
which takes advantage of the Forestry Commission’s higher level Woodland Improvement 
Grant. 
 
Butterfly Conservation was awarded over £45,000 from Biffaward for works at Forestry 
Commission’s Denge & Eggringe Wood and Woodland Trust’s Denge & Pennypot Wood to 
benefit Duke of Burgundy. 
 
Work parties were carried out by Butterfly Conservation, and Kentish Countryside Project at 
Denge Woods. Two work parties are planned for Bonsai Bank by Denge Wood volunteers 
for winter 2010. 
 
Not all woodlands in the project area are actively managed, and it is desirable to have a 
proportion of non or minimal intervention woodlands in the landscape to benefit for wildlife, 
including a number of Lepidoptera.

Case Study - Denge Woods  

Approximately 700 hectares of Semi-Natural Ancient Woodland split into over fourteen 
different ownerships. Survey between 2007 and 2010 has shown the woodland to support 
32 different butterflies, including 4 conservation priority species under the UK Biodiversity 
Action Plan. Olive Crescent, Drab Looper and a number of other rare moths are also found 
here. This makes it by far the most important woodland for Lepidoptera in the project area. 

304 ha is owned by Forestry Commission (Denge & Eggringe Wood), 50 ha is owned by 
Woodland Trust (Denge & Pennypot Wood), the remainder – 346 ha – is in different private 
ownerships, 249 ha of which is now in active management compared with 123 ha in 2007 
and nearly all owners who were undertaking management in 2007 have increased the level 
of management with more wide rides, and more coppice. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Management in the long-term 

Private landowners undertaking woodland management as part of the project have done so 
either because they have a commercial operation up and running, or they have been 
supported through eWGS or stewardship schemes. Where owners are in eWGS, grants are 
in place generally for five years, and for stewardship schemes, 10 years. It is anticipated 
therefore, that at least in the short-term woodland management will continue, and it is hoped 
that due to the recent upturn in the market, that woodland management activity will continue 
in the longer-term, particularly on large estates.
